Ngay nhitng dong dau tién trong Sdng thé ky, cudn sach dau tién cua Curu wéc,
“Dirc Chtia Troi phan rang: chung ta hdy 1am nén loai ngudi nhu hinh ta va theo
tuong ta, ding quan tri loai ca bién, loai chim troi, loai stic vat, loai con trung bo trén
mat dat va khip ca dat. (...) Ngai dung nén ngudi nam cing nguoi nir. Dirc Chua
Troi ban phude cho loai ngudi va phan rang: hiy sinh san, thém nhiéu, 1am cho day
day dat; hay lam cho dit phuc tiung, hdy quan trj loai c4 dudi bién, loai chim trén troi
cung cac vat séng hanh dong trén mat dat” (St: 1, 16-28)

Tir ca ngan nim truée Chua Giang sinh, Sdng thé ky da noi vé su tao dung con
ngudi va vil tru cua chung ta. Thé gidi cia con ngudi gdm ca ngudi nam va ngudi
nir, c6 vdy maéi thanh nhan loai. Cung l1a tao vat do Chua sinh ra, nhung con ngudi
dugc thtra huong hai dac an ma tat ca cac vat tao khac khong c6: mot 14, con nguoi
duoc tao ra theo hinh mau ciia Chua, sinh linh dugc Chua tin yéu nhét; va hai 13, con
ngudi c6 quyen cai quan moi vat trén thé gian, tir chim troi toi ca bién. Cai thé gidi
nay do Chia tao ra I3 thé gidi cta con nguoi.

Ciing ngay tir khi d6, nhin tir géc d¢ binh dang gi¢i dudong nhu ching ta da
thdy vi thé ciia ngudi nam va ngudi nit khong can bang nhau. Adam duoc tao ra
trude, roi Eva dugc tao ra sau tir dé xwong sudn ciia Adam, nghia 1a mot phan xuwong
thit cua Adam. Eva, nguoi nit, chit khong phai la Adam, ngudi nam, bi con ran
quyén rii dé rdi tré thanh “dau trom” trong viéc khong nghe 101 Chiia, an tréi cam, da
thé con quyén rii Adam dé roi ca hai ciing méc toi t tong va bi Chua day xudng tran
gian. Roi trong cac Phiic 4m, ca Chia Kitd va muoi hai tong dd ctua Ngai, cing Pirc
Phao 16, nhitng ngudi 1am 1én lich sir dao Chia Kitd, déu 1a dan 6ng, va con nhiéu
cau hoi khéac nira ma chi ¢ Chta Trdi méi co thé tra 1oi! O chiéu nguoc lai, nguoi ta

cling c6 thé dit cau hoi phai ching d6 1a sy xép dit ciia Chua troi, phai chiang d6 1a 18



thuong ctia Tao hoa? Khong nghi ngd gi, ddu 4n ciia mot ché do phu quyén da duoc
thé hién 13 ca trong Cuu wde va Tan wée.

O bén kia nira vong trai dit, ching ta ciing thdy tinh trang tuwong tw. Ngudi
phu nit chi duoc nhic t6i mot cach gian tiép khong qua chuc 1an, trong Ludn ngir,
Trung Dung va Pai Hoc. Cac hoc tro ctia 6ng, 10i ca ngudi co dirc nhan va ké ticu
nhan, trong con mét ciia Khong Tir déu 1a dan 6ng. Nguoi phu nit don gian khong
thudc pham tru dé ong quan tim va ban luan.! Cho toi nhiéu thé ky sau, dia vi cua
ngudi phu nit khong hé duoc cai thién nhu ta thiy trong kinh Q’um ran. Nhin rong
ra, tAt ca nhitng ngudi sang 14p ra cc tén gido 1on cua nhén loai, tir Moise, Chua
Kitd, roi Khéng Tt, Lio T, Thich Ca Mau Ni, Mohamet déu khong thude phai dep.

Cé phai trén thuc té vai tro cua nguoi phu nir chi thyc sy bé nhd nhu vay
khong? Han la khong. Trudc khi chuyén sang ché do phu hé¢, lich st nhan loai ¢ hau
hét cac nén vin hoa, trong d6 co Viét Nam thoi ky so str, ciing da timg trai qua ca
mot thoi gian dai theo ché 36 miu hé va diu 4n cua ché do mau hé nay cho toi nay
con dam nét & khong it cac qubc gia va toc nguoi? Didu d6 cho thdy gisi va nir
quyén thuc sy d3 va dang 1a mot van dé 16n cua nhan loai, khong riéng mét quc gia

nao. D6 ciing 1a 1y do chiing ta hém nay tu hop & day ban vé van dé néng hoi nay.

Qua 1a mdt nghich 1y. Ngudi phu nit rd rang khong thé thiéu ving, trong nhiéu
truong hop cu thé, c6 vai trd vo cung to 16n, trong lich st nhan loai, nhung lai bi coi
nhe. Piéu d6 cho thiy, gidi tinh hay van dé binh dang gi6i thuc sy 1a mot van dé
trong hau hét cac nén van héa, deo dang suét miy ngan nam qua cta nhan loai, va
han con kéo dai nhiéu thap nién nira.

Nhin lai tién trinh lich sir ta thdy vin dé giéi mang tinh pho bién ¢ hau hét cac
khu vuc van hoa. O chau Au, ching ta thdy khong c6 nhiéu triét gia nit, di day van duoc
coi 1a chau lyc tién phong trong sur phat trién khoa hoc va cong nghé ciing nhur trong cac

linh vuc dam bao quyén con ngudi va nir quyén. Ké ca cho téi gin ddy, nhimg guong

mit tiéu biéu cua gidi nit nhu Hannah Arendt (1906-1975) hay Simon de Beauvoir
(1908-1986), van dudng nhu 14 nhimg truedong hop ca biét, chua that phd bién.

Cach day hai thé ky, G.W.F. Hegel (1770-1831), du khong cé nhitng 1oi 18
nao xuc pham téi phy ni, nhung van qua quyét triét hoc 1a linh vyc mang tinh dic
thu, doi hoi trinh d6 tu duy 1y luan cao, trong khi phy nit von thién phu trong cac kha
nang man cam, truc giac. Ong ung ho ché d6 mot vo mot chdng cling nhu quyén
dugc gido duc, khai tdm tri ciia phu nit, nhung khong tin cé sy binh dfmg hoan toan
do nhitng khac biét vé tim sinh 1y gitta nam va nit. Ca 1. Kant va Hegel déu chia sé
quan diém cho rang, triét hoc hay khoa hoc duy 1y, ciing nhu cc hoat dong chinh tri
1a linh vuc cha yéu cia phai may rdu, con phu nit tot nhat nén thé hién thién huéng
trong cac linh vuc nghé thuat, nhitng linh vuc doi hoi sy man cam, truc giac, tu duy
phi duy 1y. “Ngudi phu nit cling phai nim ldy quyén cua minh nhu dan ong. O dau cé
ché d6 da thé, thi ¢ d6 c6 tinh trang nd 18 ctia phy nit (...) Ngudi phu nit ¢b nhién c6
thé duoc hoc tap, nhung ho khong phai duoc tao ra dé danh cho cac khoa hoc cao
cép, cho triét hoc va cho mot sd loai sang tao ngh¢ thuat nao dé (...) Phu nir c6 thé
sang kién, s thich, su tinh té nhung lai khong c6 1y tuwéng (...) Khi phu nit cam
quyén, Nha nuéc bi 14m nguy, vi nhimg hanh dong cta ho (...) dua trén xu huéng
ngau nhién va tu kién”.3 Nhitng nhin dinh cia Hegel ciing rit dang trd thanh mot
trong nhitng chu dé dé ching ta tranh luan hom nay. C6 thé thiy, bat binh ding gidi
12 mot thyuc t& phd bién & hau hét cic nén vin hoa. Khong chi & chau Au Kitd gido
hay Pong A trong quy dao ctia vin hoa Trung Hoa Khong gido, ma ca & hau hét cac
nén vin hoa khac ching ta déu thay sy bat binh dang gidi, nhiéu khi téi mic cuc
doan.

R rang giai phong phu nif, tién trinh hudéng téi binh dang gidi 1a xu huéng
chung & hau hét cac chau luc va cdc nén van hoa duogc khéi dau tir thoi can dai va
hién van dang tiép tuc dién ra v6i nhitng thanh tyu ngoan muc. Néu nhu ¢ thé ky
XIX, nhitng phong trao nit quyén mdi chi xuat hién & chau Au, va phan niao d6 con
mang tinh ca biét, thi budc sang thé ky XX n6 da trd thanh phd bién & phuong Tay

vol mot loat cac phong trao phu trg nhu gidi phong tinh duc, roi cac hoi

LGBTQ+,*... va lan rong sang hét cac chau luc khac, vén tung 1a thudc dia cua
phuong Tay. Khong nghi ngd gi, tién trinh lich sir tién téi binh ding gidi mang tinh
phd quat ¢ hau hét cic nén vin hoa. Cang tré vé cac giai doan cb xwa, tinh trang
phan biét ddi xir, bat binh dang gidi con nang né hon nhiéu.

Pic biét 1a vin dé da duoc cai thién rat nhiéu tir thoi ky hau thudc dia, tir nira
sau thé ky XX. Di nhién 1a su giai phong phu nit va binh dang gioi khong dong déu,
tuy thudc vao hoan canh lich sir va cac méi trudng vin hoéa khac nhau, nhung tién
trinh hudng t6i binh ding gi6i 1a mot thue té. O khu vuc van hoa Trung Hoa, phu nit
cling da duogc tdi truong hoc. O An D9, tuc Satti budc ngudi phu nit phai bi thiéu
theo ngudi chdng qua cb cling dd bi nghiém cam, chi it 14 trén phuong dién quan
phuong. Ngoai trir trudng hop chinh quyén Taliban & Abganistan va c6 thé mot vai
noi khac ma cac chinh quyén doc tai van con khét khe véi phu nir nhu nhitng ngoai
18, ké ca & mot s6 khu vuc ma céc quan diém ton giao giang budc su bat binh déng
ning né nhat nhu & Iran hay A rap Xé t, thi phu nit ciing di duoc phép lai xe, dugc
t61 trudng hoc, ning cao dan tri. O hau hét cac nén vin hoa, diy d6 co bong dang
phu nit tham gia chinh truong. Ké ca trong thé gi6i Islam, ciing dd c¢6 phu nit tré
thanh nguyén tha qubc gia, diéu kho c6 thé tuong twong duogc, chi can cach day vai
thap nién thoi.

Vén dé gi6i hién dang dung truée nhidu van d&, trong d6 c6 nhing van d& vé
nhan khau hoc ma ching ta khong thé bo qua. Tuy nhién, nhin nhén tir goc do triét hoc
va lich st-van hoa, it nhat, chung ta dang théy ¢ ba van @& dang ndi 1én nhu sau.

Thir nhdt, nén hiéu binh dang gi6i nhu thé nao vé phuong dién 1y thuyét ciing
nhu vé phuong dién thyc tién? Binh dang vé tu cach phap nhan, vé co hdi va ca vé
nang lyc canh tranh, khong tinh dén nhiing dac thu vé sinh hoc va thién huong? Thiét
tuéng day 1a didu hién nhién ching con gi phai ban cii boi vi di mudn hay khong thi
qua trinh huéng t6i binh dang van dang dién ra timg ngay ting gio, nhu trén vira
khang dinh. Tuy nhién, di vao cu thé va chi tiét, co khong it phuc tap, boi ngoai su
chénh léch vé co bap, thi dudng nhu c6 sy khac biét nhat dinh vé thién huéng phat

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trién tri lyc va tai khéo. Van dé & chd néu ching ta thira nhan c6 su khac biét nao d6
vé co bép ciing nhu vé tai khéo, thi duong nhu phai thira nhan khéng thé c6 sy binh
ddng hoan toan, mic nhién thira nhin nhitng bat cong vé gi6i da duoc Chua an bai.

Nhin rong ra, ching ta c6 thé khéng hoan toan tan thanh véi nhitng nhan xét
trén ctia Hegel, nhung ciing phai thira nhan rang nhiing nhan dinh cia triét gia Duc
¢6 co so nhat dinh. Chang han, cac thong ké & Pirc cho thiy ty 18 cac gido su nit thap
hon rat nhiéu so véi cac gido su nam giéi tuy ring ty 16 nam/nir sinh vién khong c6
chénh léch dang ké. Nguoi Pirc van c6 ciu cira miéng “Frauen und Technik” 4m chi
cac cong viée ki thuat, cong nghé khong phai dé danh cho phai dep. Néu gia sir diéu
nay xay ra & mot dat nude kém phat trién, thi c6 thé phong doan do van dé nir quyén,
nhung & mot qudc gia phat trién, noi ma hién tai ty 1 nir giéi hut thude khong it hon
dan 6ng bao nhiéu, khong thé néi 1a phd bién nan bao hanh phu nit, thi ciing 1a diéu
ma chung ta phai suy nghi.

Thir hai, binh ddng gi¢i mang tinh phd quat, mang tinh hién nhién tya nhu
quyén co ban cia con ngudi, hay phai tinh dén nhimmg dic thu vé lich su, ton gido,
van hoa, tham chi ca vé thiét ché chinh tri? Pay ciing 1a diéu gy ra nhirng ¥ kién trai
chiéu, khi ma khong it nguoi noi téi cai goi 1a “hé gia tri chau A”, nghia 13 chap nhan
su ton tai nhiing hé gia tri khu vuc khac voi hé gia tri chung ctia nhan loai. Cac thé
hé cao tudi ning vé truyén théng & chau A van thudng cé cai phay tay mdi khi thay
canh phu nit ngdy nay ciing vao x4i vét, ddm bdc, nghia 13 gio khéng con c6 mén thé
thao nao ma chi c6 riéng nam gidi.

Diéu nay ching ta han kha quen thudc mdi khi mot sé qudc gia nao do,
thuong vién dan nhitng dac thu vé lich st va van hoa cua minh, mdi khi bi mot vai
cac to chirc nao d6 & phuong Tay quy két vi pham nhitng quyén co ban ciia con
ngudi. Doi khi van dé khong dimg lai & nhitng tranh luan hoc thuit, ma dé bi chinh
tri hoa, day 1én thanh mot trong nhiing trd ngai trong bang giao qudc té. Tuy du, viée
chinh tri héa nay khong han luc ndo cling mang tinh tiéu cuc néu nhu ching ta nhé
rang giai phong phu nit cling 1a mot trong nhitng phuong cham chinh tri cua cac
nuéc XHCN trude day nham khang dinh tinh vu viét ctia minh so véi thé gidi tu ban.
Két qua 1a nhitng phu nit Nga, phu nit Viét va nhiéu nudc trong khéi cong san da

dugc huong lgi dang ké tir nhitng muc tiéu chinh tri trén.

Thir ba, trong xa hoi truyén thong, chung ta chi biét téi gidi nam va gidi nir.
T ntra sau thé ky XX, xuét hién cac cong déng LGBTQ+, kém theo d6 1a nhitng nan
ky thi ddi véi cac cong ddng nay va hién nay van con giy sdc ddi voi nhiéu nén vin
hoa, ton giao khac nhau. Nén g xtr nhu thé nao véi nhitng van dé chuyén doi gidi,
r0i hon nhan dong tinh nhu thé nao? Du mudn hay khong, ching ta ciing dang phai
dbi dién véi sy ton tai cia LGBTQ+ nhu mot thuc té (de facto).

Trén ca phuong dién thira nhin cong ddong LGBTQ+, ciing nhu van dé binh
ddng gidi nodi chung, phuong Tay dang di tién phong, tam goi 13 nhu vdy néu ching
ta coi d6 1a mot sy tién bd, hay dang c6 nguy co dan nhdn loai t6i nhitng khing
hoang xét trén nhiéu phuong dién, thdm chi, c6 nguy co dan téi diét vong, néu ta
nhin cach giai quyét ciia phuong Tay theo hudng tiéu cuc. Van dé gio day 1a, liéu
cach tmg xir cuia phuong T4y hién nay c6 thé coi 1a hinh miu phé quat dé tit ca cac
quéc gia noi theo, hay diéu nay hoan toan mang tinh dic thu, dé cho tirmg qudc gia c6
cach ung xur riéng phu thudc vao hoan canh cu thé vé lich stt va van hoa ciua minh?
Liéu c6 thé dua van dé gidi vao hé gia tri phd quat vé nhitng quyén co ban cua con
nguoi hay khong?

Day 14 ca nhitng van dé 1on. M6 hinh phwong Tay ciing dang dbi dién voi
nhiéu tré ngai ngay trong 1ong né khi ma nhitng quyét dinh va hé théng luat phap da
phan 14 cia cic nha nude thé tuc, chua tinh dén nhiing tiéng noi phan bién, trong do
c6 tiéng noi cua céac t6 chirc ton gido, mot cach dung murc. Nhitng hé luy vé phuong
dién dao dirc-xa hoi, tm ly xa hoi cling nhu van hda ctia nhirng cach giai quyét do
can co6 nhiéu thoi gian maéi ¢ thé thAm dinh, chic chan hién tai chiung ta chua thé
luong hét duogc. Hién tai cling méi chi chimg bdn chuc quéc gia cong nhan hon nhan
dong gidi, da phan nam trong khu vuc van hoa Kitd gido, s6 khac dang con 1a thiéu
s6 tuy du gan ddy nhit, Thai Lan, qudc gia quan chu Phat gido, qudc gia dau tién
trong cong dong ASEAN chap thuan.’ Dau sao, tam coi cach thic giai quyét cia
phuong Tay nhu 14 mot hinh miu tam goi 14 nhitng nd lyc ctia con ngudi “lam khac
v6i ¥ Chiia”, phan con lai 14 nhitng phuong 4n khac nhau cia cac ving van héa ngoai

phuong Tay.

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Nhu vay, ching ta ding trudc nan dé vé cach giai quyét cia phuong Tay va
ngoai phuong Ty, tam goi nhu vAy. Ching ta nhé lai nhitng nan dé trén day khong
khac biét nhiéu so véi nhitng nan dé (Antinomie) ma cach dy hai thé ky rudi, triét gia
I. Kant (1724-1804) dua ra trong Phé phan 1y tinh thuan tiy ctia ong. C6 didu thuc tién
x3 hoi hién nay phurc tap hon nhiéu so véi thoi dai ctia cac bac tién bdi trude day. Lbi
giai quyét cua triét gia Ptrc dbi voi cac nan d& ciia ong nay khéng theo hudng vé nay
triét tiéu vé kia theo kiéu ddi khang (antagonism) c6 con phu hop trong giai quyét nhiing
nan dé vé gi6i hién tai hay khong ciing 1a diéu chung ta cin suy nghi.

Déu thé nao, chung ta ciing dd két thuc chién tranh lanh va ngdy nay khong
con chd ding cho cac dang quan niém cuc doan mdt thoi ngu tri: khong di cung
phuong Tay nghia 13 chong lai phuong Tay. Ngay cang c6 nhiéu vin dé mang tinh
toan cdu can sy dong thuin cia cong dong qudc té mai co thé giai quyét, nhu bién
d6i khi hau, bung nd dan sb, nan doi ngh¢o. Dich corona cach day vai nam la mdt
minh chimg cho thdy van dé ma mot qudc gia hay mot s6 cudng qudc khong thé giai
quyét dugc. Ké ca khi ching ta dang bude vao mot giai doan cd nguy co bat dn/bat
dinh hon do sy canh tranh giira cac siéu cuong dang ngay cang khdc liét, nhung dau
sao ciing can ton trong nhitng sy khac biét. Thé gidi dii rong dé cho cac quan niém
khéc biét cung c6 chd dung.

2. Vin deé giéi trong bdi canh khu vire va Viét Nam

Viét Nam la quéc gia mang dong thoi ca sic thai vin hoa Pong A va vin hoa
Pong Nam A va diéu d6 thé hién rd ca trong van dé gidi. Trudc thoi ky Han hoa, noi
day théng tri ché do mau hé. Nhiing cudc khoi nghia ciia Hai Ba Trung va Ba Tri¢u
chdng lai su @6 ho cua Trung Qudc thé ky dau sau CN thé hién sy phan khang cua
phu nit, vén dang 1a nhitng cha nhéan thuc su trén manh dat Giao Chi khi do, chéng
lai ché d6 phu quyén Khong gido hon 1a ¥ thirc vé mot cudc dau tranh chdng giic
ngoai xam, gianh doc 1ap dan tdc.

Ngudi phu nit Viét Nam trong lich st chua bao gio bi phan biét dbi xir mot
cach cuc doan. Ké ca trong giai doan tridu Lé dwa Khong gido tré thanh quéc gido,
huéng Viét Nam trd lai véi mo hinh Trung Hoa, thi ngudi phu nit van c6 vai trd nhét
dinh trong gia dinh. Qudc triéu hinh ludt chiu anh huéng cua Luat Trung Qudc thoi

nha Puong hon la Luat cia nha Minh, quy dinh khong chi con trai, ma ca cac con gai
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cling dugc huong mot phan gia tai cia bd me.b Xét vé phuong dién nay, rd rang
nhirng yéu t6 ban dia Dong Nam A d3 khién cho mé hinh Khéng gido & Viét Nam,
kém theo d6 1a su phan biét dbi xir vé& gidi noi ddy khong cuc doan,” nhu ta thiy &
Trung Quéc, hay tham chi, & ban dao Triéu Tién cudi thoi Choson thé ky XIX chi
cho phép con trai truéng c6 quyén ké thira huong hoa va té tu.

R6i khi ma nha Nguyén say sua voi mé hinh Trung Hoa thé hién ¢ Luat Gia
Long coi trong ché do phu quyén Khong gido thi chwa bao gid mé hinh Trung Hoa
c6 thé triét tiéu hét nhirg thanh t6 ban dia Pong Nam A. Nhin chung, du d3 trai qua
ngan nam Béc thudc, rdi lién tiép nhirg ché d6 phong kién Viét Nam theo dudi md
hinh Trung Hoa, nhung chwa bao gid cac yéu t6 vin hoa ngoai lai ciia Trung Hoa va
An D6 hoan toan 1an 4t duoc cac yéu t6 ban dia. “Bi dé ning boi mot thé gidi quan
kiéu Trung Hoa trong mot méi trudng hing ngay mau thuin véi cai thé gidi quan Ay,
that ngac nhién 1a nha cai tri Viét Nam da thao dién duoc nhiéu nhu vay. Néu dang
la Viét Nam chua bao gid hoan toan chinh phuc dugc nhitng kho khan cia viéc ban
dja hoa mé hinh thé ché Trung Hoa thi ciing ding 14 anh hudéng cua mé hinh Trung
Hoa chua bao gio hoan toan bop nghet duoc tai khéo 1€o cua Viét Nam. Co 1€ do 1a
bai hoc lap di ldp lai quan trong nhét trong lich sir Viét Nam thé ky XIX”.®

Co6 mét thuc té 1a trong xa hoi Viét Nam truyén théng tdn tai mot sy dit gay.
Trong khi cac ting 16p trén chiu anh huéng sdu ning cua Khong gido, sdng nhu
nhirng ngudi Hoa trong ngdi nha Pong Nam A cia minh thi cac tang 16p dudi van
chiu anh huéng boi Phat gido va cai ma ta van goi chung 1a thd than. Trong khi cac
tang 10p trén nhat myc theo dudi quan niém “tam tong, tir dirc”, c6 doi sdng ton giao
va tinh than con it ty do hon cic ting 16p dudi, thi dan gian van c6 cdu clra miéng

The role of women throughout historical stages in Simone de Beauvoir's
“The second sex” and its relevance to achieving gender equality
in contemporary Vietnam

Abstract

The role of women through various socio-economic forms throughout human
history has been deeply concerned with the emergence and development of the
feminist movement (Feminism). In the West, women have been pushed into a
subordinate position during many periods; while in the East and Vietnam, gender
discrimination is closely linked to the existence and development of the Confucian
feudal system. In Vietnam, acording to the Mother Goddess worship in the spiritual
life, people also blends with the traditional moral and spiritual values of their nation,
creating a culture of respecting women with the roles of Au Co, Ba Trung, Ba Trieu.
Throughout the historical process, the Dong Kinh Nghia Thuc movement (1907), the
work "Nam nu binh quyen" by Dang Van Bay, the newspaper "Nu gioi chung"
opened the feminist movement, creating conditions for women to participate in social
activities, publicly supporting feminism, improving women's education and opposing
male chauvinism with many typical thinkers such as Pham Quynh, Phan Boi Chau,
Dam Phuong. In the progress of current development of Vietnamese society, in order
to have high-quality, harmonious and civilized human resources, continuing to
inherit and develop Ho Chi Minh's thoughts on women's liberation, studying and
refining the quintessence of human cultural ideology, applying it in the construction
of gender equality policies, emphasizing the role of women in social development is
a regular and important task. Researching the thoughts on the role of women through
historical periods of Simone de Beauvoir (1908-1986) - French feminist philosopher,
in the work "The Second Sex" is also not outside the aim to change the worldview of
Vietnamese people, bringing about the progress in promoting gender equality,
proposing gender equality in relationships and social opportunities.

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"I count as much'': proposals for a fully feminist education
Jean-Francois Duypeyron

Under the pressure of feminist and social struggles, the issue of gender equality has
become a pedagogical concern in a growing number of education systems and institutions. The
United Nations (UN) has even made it the fifth of its major sustainable development goals:
“Gender equality is not only a fundamental human right, it is also a necessary foundation for a
peaceful, prosperous and sustainable world”” (UN, 2020, objective 5).

The generic formula of equality seems to be easy to express: whether I am a man or a
woman, “I count as much, full stop” (Ngozi Adichie, 2017, p. 16). The Nigerian feminist
Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie's statement of this principle clearly means that no one should be
left out, discriminated, unfairly treated or disqualified because of their gender. The formula is
obviously identical for any other potential grounds for discrimination (social, racial, sexual
orientation, religious, etc.), which makes it universal. More specifically, this equality
presupposes that everyone's voice is heard in social organisations and that treatment and social
situations are fair and discussed by everyone. Clearly, ‘“"'just because you're a girl" will never be
a good reason for anything. Never”, insists Chimamanda Ngozi Adichie (ibid., p. 25).

Unfortunately, there is a wide gap between the objective pursued and the social and political
reality of different societies, organised to varying degrees around male domination (patriarchy):
“gender inequality persists everywhere and is stalling social progress. On average, women in the
labour market still earn 23% less than men worldwide, and women devote around three times as
many hours as men to unpaid domestic work and care” (UN, 2020, objective 5). Gender
discrimination is still rife, and the rate at which it is being reduced is far too slow worldwide.
The UN estimates that, if positive changes do not occur more quickly, it will take “286 years to
close the gaps in legal protection and eliminate laws that discriminate” against women
worldwide. The importance of gender equality education can therefore be measured against
these worrying facts, and against the emancipatory project that underpins the demand for
equality and the rejection of all forms of domination. This text will attempt to quickly clarify the
difficulties faced by an education that aims to be fully feminist, and then, in the second part, to

propose some guidelines for gender equality education practices.

This paper attempts to discover the relationships between ethnic small
businesses of Vietnam female immigrants and community development in Taiwan.
Basing on life course theory and qualitative research approach to interview 8§ women
in 2023. The main findings are including:1. The model of ethnic small business of
Vietnam female immigrants was from survive or business model to social model. 2.
The interaction of Vietnam female immigrants’ life courses and the life cycle of
ethnic small business was dynamic. The conflict between small business activities
and family reproductive services was higher in specific life period, such as exists
pregnant, baby care and elder care. 3.The dual nature of ethnic small businesses of
Vietnam female immigrants is economic and social. The size of their ethnic
businesses is small due to limited capital and control by their families. Some ethnic
small businesses develop flexible networks to help each other. The roles of ethnic
small businesses are multiple, including informal support, cultural exchange and
formal bridges to connect the need of immigrants with formal service. Thus, the
developmental policies are important to improve the stability /development of ethnic
small businesses of Vietnam female immigrants and provide revenant social services

to decrease the burden/pressure of care and reproductive care.

Abstract

Mazu belief extends from Shanhaiguan to Nanyang, covering almost the entire coast
of China. Fujian is the place where she grew up and ascended to heaven, so believers
are particularly devout in their belief. Most of the immigrants in Taiwan came from
the coast of Fujian. As the immigrants moved, Mazu belief also spread to Taiwan
and became the most popular patron saint among immigrants. Compared with
mainland China, Taiwan's Mazu belief is the folk belief with the highest proportion
of believers. It can be said that Taiwan is the center of Mazu belief. The popularity of
Mazu belief in Taiwan has its own social, historical and other factors. Moreover, four
hundred years after coming to Taiwan, Mazu has also become obviously localized,

She gradually developed her own characteristics.

Today, Taiwan is deeply affected by "globalization" at all levels, and "Mazu belief"
had become a "regional religious culture with a world view". Under the influence of
"globalization", the changes in religion are closely related to "secularization",
"diversification" and "modernization". This article intends to focus on the "religious"
and "cultural" level to explore the globalization of Taiwan's Mazu belief culture.
First, T will briefly define "cultural globalization", then discuss the three
characteristics of Taiwan's religious globalization, then briefly introduce the

John Stuart Mill's Views on Gender Inequality in “The Subjection of Women”

John Stuart Mill (1806-1873) was one of the most prominent philosophers of
the 19th century, renowned for his pioneering views on individual liberty and gender
equality. Mill’s liberal feminism has garnered considerable scholarly attention. Yet,
there remains a lack of systematic and comprehensive research on his arguments in
The Subjection of Women (1869) — a classic work of the feminist movement. This
paper employs a direct textual analysis and references to prior academic studies. In
this research, the author will examine Mill’s explanations of gender inequality in
society and analyze his critical arguments concerning the causes and consequences of
women’s oppression and the significance of gender equality. The study focuses on
four main aspects: (1) an analysis of the injustice women endured, including legal
and social oppression; (2) an exploration of the root causes of these injustices; (3) an
evaluation of the consequences of women’s subjugation; and (4) an investigation of
the solutions Mill proposes to achieve it. This paper asserts the enduring value of
Mill’s ideas on gender inequality and their applicability in the contemporary context
of Vietnam.
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
